In the classroom, teachers will:

e Provide parents with activities related to lexiles, math problems, and fluency to impact their child’s overall
literacy and math understanding. Parents will also learn about comprehension strategies and activities they can do
at home to increase the child’s Lexile level and math scores.

e Provide parent workshops/activities on a variety of reading strategies to use with their child.

e Provide parent access to the reading and math programs utilized at school to show them how to access the

program at home.

Families

At home, parents will:

e Implement the strategies provided by the teachers, aiding their child’s reading comprehension and math

understanding at home.

e Attend parent nights and use the strategies to help develop my child’s reading comprehension at home as well
as assist in helping choose the appropriate books within their reading level range and spend at least 15 minutes a
day reading with/to my child. Math facts, strategies need to be implemented as well.

e Attend parent nights to learn about the reading and math programs available at school and that can be
accessed at home, allowing their child to practice their reading skills at home.

Students
As a student, I will:

e Take home my weekly folder so that my parents can help me practice the strategies at home.

e Work with my parents to use the reading comprehension strategies and math strategies from the parent
workshop/academies to help me develop my reading comprehension skills and math skills so that I can better

understand learning in the classroom.

e Work with my parents to practice my reading and math skills at home or after school programs to enhance my

comprehension score, lexile level and math scores.
