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Registration Timeline - 2024-25 School Year

e March 11th-14th: Students will register for next year's academic

courses.
o Academic teachers will conference with your students and recommend academic
course for next school year.
o Courses will be entered in the academic planner by the teacher. Academic courses
will be locked at this time.

e March 18th-22nd: Students will log in to their academic planner in
Infinite Campus and select elective courses for next school year.
Students will need to select four electives and two alternates.

e March 25th: All courses will be in your student’s academic planner in
Infinite Campus for you to view on parent/student portal.

e March 25th-29th: Counselors will meet with students to confirm
course selections.



Math Decision-Making

In block scheduling, most math courses will be offered in one
semester, however, for students who need additional supportin

math, Geometry and Algebra 2 will be offered year long.
o Students will take Support Math in the fall and Year Long Math in the spring
o Students must pass the YL course in the spring for graduation

for next year’'s math course and will place them appropriately
